+ the impact the work has had on
patients or clients and colleagues

+ how the work or practice
has been evaluated.

Joint nominations will only be
considered if they demonstrate
clearly that the work undertaken was
of a joint nature. Entries of more than
three people per nomination will not
be accepted.

Selection will be made by a panel

of judges. The judges’ decision is
final. If short-listed, the candidate will
be required to attend an interview

on a date to be confirmed by the
RCN. The awards ceremony will
take place at the Culloden Hotel on
3 June 2010. Attendance at the
interview and awards ceremony

RCN Northern Ireland

is mandatory. Any candidate
who withdraws from the awards
ceremony after the interview will
be disqualified.
