Title: Qualitative research analysis from a grounded Theory 

Abstract:

Since Glaser and Strauss published the first book on Grounded Theory in 1967 the nature of qualitative research has changed considerably.  The post-modern era had arrived and everything was being deconstructed and reconstructed.  This means that methods also had to change or loose their appeal with a modern audience.  

This presentation will describe some of the changes in thinking about method that Corbin (Strauss and Corbin 1990, 1998, and forthcoming 2007) has undergone over the years and her attempt to modernize Strauss’ approach to qualitative analysis while at the same time remaining true to the methodological foundations and vision of Anselm Strauss.  

The presentation will begin with a description of the evolution of Corbin’s thinking and proceed to describe how method has changed and yet how in many in many ways it remains the same in terms of use of some of the basic procedures.  The results are a less dogmatic and more flexible approach to analysis, one that takes into account the central role of the researcher and that blends art with science.  
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
