Provides a guide to the developmental anatomy and physiology of children, from the foetus to adolescence. 
Coleman, V., Smith, L. and Bradshaw, M. (2006) Children’s and Young People’s Nursing in Practice: A Problem-Based Learning Approach, Palgrave, Basingstoke.

Applies the problem-based learning to the core areas of children’s and young people’s nursing. Primarily for use with students studying for pre-registration children’s nursing course.

Aimed at children’s and young people’s nurses across a range of practice settings (hospital and community). Linked Internet resources are also available. Useful for student nurses but also for registered nurses.

Provides an introduction to the normal, healthy physical development of children.

Predominately for pre-registration child branch students.

Provides an overview of the biological processes underpinning child development – includes pre-conceptual influences, genetic influences as well as discussing the development of the major body systems.
