Heather Scicluna, chair, gave a report on the previous years activity such as attendance at BNMS Council meetings. 

Prior to the AGM the group was given two educational presentations. 
First, Adrian Van Leeuwen gave a presentation on basic physics for nurses which was very informative and above all comprehensible! Of particular interest to myself were the details of the properties of the various isotopes used in Nuclear Medicine. 

The second presentation was by Louise Causer, Nurse Specialist at the Royal Marsden Hospital. This was on the role of the Nurse Specialist in Radiotherapy. Louise gave an outline of the Therapies that she is involved with and also encouraged the group to think about how the Nurse Specialist role can be a vital part of the Patients pathway through treatment.

This included the forthcoming publishing of Competencies for Imaging Nurses to which all suggestions and contributions are welcome. Also I talked about the three roadshows that are planned for the next 18 months and encouraged as many people as possible to attend.

There was a discussion regarding the future of the Nurses group during which it was clear that there is a strong wish to keep the independence of the group rather than amalgamate with the Clinical Practitioner group. Carolyn Lory kindly agreed to provide support to Heather with regard to attendance at meetings etc. The group now has co-chairs of Heather Scicluna and Carolyn Lory, and this will be added to BNMS website.

Heather encouraged the group to e-mail her with any general queries so that they can be shared with as many fellow Nuclear Medicine Nurses as possible. 

Muriel Buxton-Thomas visited the meeting to inform us that Ingrid Crane nee Aric the founder of the BNMS Nurses group had sadly died recently. She suggested that the group may like to approach Council regarding creating an award to be named after her. 

The meeting closed with Heather requesting that those present think of presentations that could be given next year when the meeting is in Harrogate 30th April to 2nd May 2012.
