	Young Minds: Key issues & activities – Roger Catchpole (see attached presentation) roger.catchpole@youngminds.org.uk 

· Overview of young minds - membership based organisation

· Children &Young people involved – Young Minds are active in bringing children into the organisation

· Group called “Very Important Kids’’ set up with young people who have been quite severely ill

· Healthy Heads email forum – children can raise issues

· Consultancy in training – helping services as to how they are functioning 

· Young Minds bringing together different disciplines

· Promote share understanding of children’s mental health / information sharing

· Children and young people’s perception of mental health 

· Young Minds have secured 2.5 million from national lottery for children’s government group

· Government responded to CAMHS review and has issued a working group

· Perinatal and infant mental health – innovative work being done in Scotland and N. Ireland

· Young people and youth justice system – need support in his area

· Transition – work needs to be done to make the transition from children’s to young people’s mental health 

· Current work being done in Falkirk from primary to secondary transition – worked with school staff, pupils and parents to build resilience to ease the transition. This will enable children to be better equipped to cope with these transitions.

Discussions and Questions included:

· Physical disabilities and how would you address issues of rejection?

Work on CAMHS review has shown that there are problems – bringing adult mental health and children’s mental health together – the latter do not have the developmental transition that children’s mental services have. 

There are issues around ensuring young people are not placed in the wrong adult mental health service..

· Mental health encompasses a huge range – with regard to working with youngsters within this transition – how is it possible to exclude angst from young people growing up? What percentage of children do you talk about needing support? 

All children and young people can benefit. In schools context if schools 

promote mental health, then all children will benefit. The work in Falkirk has 

shown that children that have mental health problems do not need different 

support but more of it. 

· Who would you expect to be a member of your organisation? 

Mixture of organisations and members. Members will have access to magazine/information briefings/news from members. 

· Disconnect between school behaviour difficulties services/local secondary care examples to be found in Derby City and Plymouth – issues highlighted in CAMHS review 

· Main recommendation of the CAMHS review report – anyone working with children should have knowledge of child development.

· Bliss is a charity – they will be celebrating their 30 year anniversary next year and have just launched a campaign for this

· Bliss is there to give babies the best care / start in life they can have and to support families who have premature babies

· Offer training study days on breastfeeding/parental involvement/nutrition

· Campaign for babies to receive equal care as children / adults

· Work on family rights issues – extending maternity/paternity pay – support from Ed Balls

· Campaign Activity - Event coming up with Ann Keene – for parents to view their concerns

· Make integration of services such that Mother and baby become one word 

· List of campaign activity included in presentation

· Launched a one to one nursing campaign for neonatal nurses 

· Scottish maternity report will be published next week 

· New Welsh standards next week on neonatal care

· June 2009 – NHS neonatal taskforce report / new guidelines published

· Significant issues due to shortage of neonatal nurses – 20% of PCTs can use standards to provide level of care but 80 cannot - this is not acceptable

· Family centred care – standards different  across the country – standards should be the same throughout

· About to publish Poppy Project next year – February 2009

· Collaborating with Children’s Hospice UK with regards to palliative care for babies; involving an audit of children’s hospices to find out who may and who would take up care of a neonate.

Discussion and questions included:

· Significance of the issues around neonatal nurses and retention, as well as 

       middle grade medical staff shortages

· Have services improved – issues of nursing care of the mother when babies are fast-tracked to specialist units ?

Transition is a big issue. Bliss undertook a review and is working with the RCM to address issues.  Parents raised issues such as not being able to see the baby for 5 hours/left on an open ward/problems with breastfeeding/no knowledge as to if their baby was alive

· Is financial help available for people to visit their child in hospital? This is not  statutory and the distances people need to travel may well restrict the amount of visits. Units may or may not have their own support. It is hoped that the Scottish report to be published next week will state that the Scottish service should financially support parents to travel if babies are transferred

       Key issue for Bliss is having dedicated neonatal teams to do this service.   

· Work will stay focused on neonatal care although it is recognised for some children there are ongoing problems. 

· Education support systems:  A proportion of premature babies will require support. Issues with local authorities and applications getting lost.

	Child Health Strategy – Ella Joseph (see attached presentation) Ella.JOSEPH@dcsf.gsi.gov.uk
· Child Health Strategy document should be published imminently. Child Health Strategy will build on the Darzi Review and does not rewrite the National Service Framework 

· Children’s Plan for 0-19yrs olds – this is a ten year strategy aiming to bring all issues together. 11th December  marks the 1st anniversary of the Children’s Plan

· Healthy weight, healthy lives has had a £94 million investment - Investment has been made on change for life campaign working in partnership with private and public sector organisations. 

· New “Play Strategy” to be published next week – listing 3500 play areas

Questions and discussions:

· Child obesity does not only have a physical impact but also an emotional impact and a loss of self esteem for a young person is very important. This is an important issue people must understand.

· The strategy will also focus on equipment for services for children with physical disabilities.

· Education issue – should there be a programme available to educate parents about issues around obesity? A school should be working with a programme to help the parents to understand how they can help an obese child e.g. parents may be encouraged to learn cooking skills – this is something that parents may be encouraged to do with teachers?

There is an awareness that there are areas in which teachers need to be 

involved – using the exemplar of the obesity work is to understand the 

perception parents have so that we can change. Statistics on cooking/play are 

being built into the school curriculum

· How much cross departmental working has gone into the production of the child health strategy?: Work has been carried out by the Education department team at DCSF and DH. 

· Will any services for acute and additional needs/reference to housing especially for low income families be mentioned?

At this time it is not possible to mention what reference there is in the strategy to these issues but the Children’s Plan itself puts housing as an issue for disadvantaged families.
