PROCEDURE FOR THE ELECTION OF  A STUDENT MEMBER OF COUNCIL 

FOR THE  PERIOD 2008 - 2010
INTRODUCTION


The term of office of one of the two Student Members of Council (Andy Hart) will end at the close of the Annual General Meeting in October 2008.   The procedure for election of a Student Member of Council for the period 2008 - 2010 is set out below.



1. CRITERIA FOR NOMINATION


To be eligible to stand for election as a Student Member of Council a student member shall:-


a) be undergoing a course for initial or further registration for a statutory qualification;
b) be at such a stage of training as to be ineligible to qualify for initial registration before 15th April 2009;


c) not hold office in any other United Kingdom membership nursing organisation or any other United Kingdom health service trade union;

d) be on the Roll of Student Members prior to nomination.



2. TERM OF OFFICE


The two year term of office will start at the close of the Annual General Meeting in October 2008 and end at the Annual General Meeting in October 2010.



3. RIGHT OF NOMINATION


To be valid the nomination form must be completed and signed by the nominee and by two Student Members, all of whom must be on the Roll of Student Members when the nomination paper is signed.


4. ELECTORAL PROCEDURE


As a Student Member of Council is voted for on a UK basis, the only criterion in respect of eligibility to vote is that the member should be on the Roll of Members in the category of student by Friday 11th July 2008.
