Submission Guidelines

It might also show a project you completed as part of an assignment or practice placement. Posters can be as interactive or simple as you wish.
So, how do you submit a poster to this national conference? 

· You need to submit an abstract and, if possible, a photograph of your poster to Laura King by Friday 19th March 2010.
· Your abstract submission should be up to 200 words long and include information on the theme of your poster and a short description of the work it describes.

· You will then be notified by email no later than 2nd April if your poster has been accepted into the exhibition.
· You will be expected to bring your poster with you to Congress on Students’ Day or send it to us in advance (please let us know if you will not be attending Congress).
· Your poster should be no larger than A2 size which may be one A2 page but also be made up of 2 x A3 pages or 4 x A4 pages.
Some hints and tips

· Make sure you know what you want your poster to say and then try and be as creative as possible in presenting your message.
· It helps to try and keep your poster visual by using charts or diagrams or pictures.

· You may not want to be with your poster all day to explain the content so ensure that it can be understood if you are not there.

· You may want to have handouts of your poster to give to people to take away.
