2. Update of Children’s Nursing in the United Kingdom
FS gave a short presentation – see attached. Nurse Education in the UK will be at Degree level in the near future. There is a common foundation programme of 12 months duration before students enter their chosen branch: Adult, Children, Learning Disability or Mental Health. The Nursing and Midwifery Council have set minimum standards and Essential Skills Clusters. The NMC maintains the register of nurses, midwives and community public health practitioners, as well as validating education programmes delivered in universities.

5. Paediatric quality indicators and satisfaction tools

6. Patient Safety Medication error

KP outlined proposal to explore the issue across Europe. Aspects discussed and key questions identified. Aim to identify measures used to reduce medication errors. Ensure link with ICNP language.
Mechanisms introduced in Hong Kong to reduce medication errors include: standardisation of infusion pumps, instructions played in background during medication rounds, member of staff on patrol to answer queries and phone calls to prevent interruptions, nozzles on oral syringes are different design, weighing scales fixed to kilograms

In the UK, paediatric pharmacists on wards and intensive care, national reporting and monitoring by National Patient Safety Agency, guidelines/alerts and education programmes including hyponatraemia guidelines.

Extra training is provided for nurses working in paediatrics in Slovenia. Other measures include double checking and working with an experienced nurse, computerised formulary in prescribing. Belgium have a national system of reporting medication errors. There is a list of high alert medication which requires two nurses to check and those which are considered very high require three nurses to check prior to administration. Identification checking includes scanning the nurses’ badge and the patient ID bracelet. Both actual errors and near misses are reported. Parents are asked to bring in medication from home so what they are on can be identified.

In Italy there is no universal system. Situations vary from one hospital to another. The Government has passed several laws about the identification of patients and the certification of drug administration. There are similarities with Portugal in that situations vary between those hospitals that are certificated and those that are not. A key question relates to how nursing education is addressing this issue – in theory and in placement areas.

In Greece there are hospital policies and standardisation in terms and time of administration. There are currently two national systems of reporting errors (1) Pharmacist (2) Health system committee. Overall the rates of reporting are low. There is double checking of prescription, checking of the original prescription and any transcripts, double checking of drug dosage and signature by both nurses. It was noted that in the UK in some clinical areas and for some drugs single checking can take place.

7. Digital Programme for Paediatric Oncology

CVH outlined system in use within the Netherlands including computerised prescriptions and ward pharmacists [see attached presentation]. DVD providing instructions demonstrates safe practice for nurses. The choice of treatment relates to diagnosis, protocol and strategy. The protocol is translated week by week to provide details of treatment to be given. There is inbuilt admission planning and communication including instructions for nurses before, during and after the administration of chemotherapy.
