That the RCN standing orders are amended to allow RCN Council to approve annual subscription increases over the current rate of up to 2% over the Consumer Price Index (CPI) in June of any given year, with the proviso that members are asked to review this arrangement with a vote in a general meeting every five years.

As scrutineers for the vote taken on the above Resolution proposed at the Annual General Meeting of members of the Royal College of Nursing on 26th October 2011 we hereby certify that the result of the vote on the above Resolution is as follows:

Therefore there is not a two-thirds majority and the Resolution is not carried.

We hereby certify that the Resolution has not been passed by the requisite majority of Institute members voting (in person or by proxy) in favour of the Resolution.

There were 388,247 votes issued. Although they do not constitute valid votes and have not been included, there were 1,493 abstentions. There were 87 spoilt papers.
