Title: Is caring a lost art in nursing?

Abstract
“Caring for” as well as “caring about” have always been the traditional domains of Nursing.  But with the “acute care” and “technological focused mentality so predominant in clinical facilities today, plus an ever increasing emphasis on the professionalization of nurses, the practice of nursing seems to have lost some if its luster and focus. When was the last time that you saw a nurse at the bedside outside of the I.C.U? This presentation makes the argument that chronic illness is now the predominant form of illness in developed nations and will continue to be so as we move into the 21st century.  But chronic care requires a completely different approach to nursing than acute care, calling for more sensitivity to the problems of living with and caring for chronic conditions on a long terms basis and more nursing time at the bedside preparing patients for those tasks.
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
