Intellectual Property Rights
Frequently Asked Questions

1. Why have I been asked to submit a form?

Submitting an intellectual property form allows the RCN to ensure compliance with copyright laws.
2. Do I need to submit a form?
Whilst forms are not compulsory, it is beneficial to submit one. 
3. What will happen if I do not submit a form?


By not submitting a form, or refusing some or all of the points we will not;

· Give out your power point presentation to anyone

· Publish your power point presentation on the website

· Include your email address in the book of abstracts to enable further networking after the conference

4. Who will retain the copyright of my presentation?

“I hereby assign copyright in my conference presentation (including poster presentations) to the Royal College of Nursing.” By ticking this box, you are allowing the RCN to make your presentation available at the conference and after the event.  In these cases the author will always be credited.
5. How will the RCN use my presentation?

The presentation will only be used by the RCN in the following ways:

· The power point presentation may be photocopied and made available to conference delegates

· The power point presentation may be (subject to being converted to a PDF file so no changes can be made) forwarded to delegates of the conference that request it

· The abstract details and power point presentation may be (subject to being converted to a PDF file so no changes can be made) uploaded onto the conference website after the event

· The abstract details and power point presentation will wherever displayed always be attributed to the author of the work and not the work of the RCN 

6. I am not the copyright owner of all or some of my presentation; how will this affect my presentation?



If your presentation is whole or partly not your own work, you must obtain permission from the author to present it. This also applies to any images or sound included in your presentation. By ticking the box ‘I confirm that I am the owner of the copyright of the materials to be presented at the conference, or that I have the authorisation of the owners of the copyright of the materials to assign such copyright.’ you are confirming you have obtained this permission. 

7. Do I need to tick all of the boxes on the form?

You should only tick the boxes that are applicable to your presentation and which you give consent to.

8. Why have I been asked to provide an email address?

In order to promote networking the RCN would like to publish your email address in the conference brochure. If you do not wish your email address to appear in the brochure you should leave this section blank.
9. Can I provide more than one email address?

Currently the RCN only publishes one email address which acts as a point of contact for delegates. Please select the email address best suited for this purpose. 

10. I am presenting a poster; do I need to submit a form?

A form needs to be submitted for any presentation including posters but you need only tick the boxes that are applicable. 

11. I am presenting more than once, do I need to provide a form for each presentation?

By submitting one form you are subjecting all presentations to be subjected to the same consent. Should additional presentations require different consensual agreement or email addresses you should submit additional forms. 

12. I have already submitted a form for a previous conference; do I need to submit another?

Yes, forms are specific to each conference. This is in order to ensure we comply with data protection laws. 
13. I am a co-presenter; do I need to submit a form as well as the main presenter?
Only the main presenter has been asked to submit a form and it is their responsibility to ensure all co-presenters have consented. Currently we will only publish one email address and require the consent of the owner.
14. I am a co-author; do I need to submit a form as well as the main presenter?
If you are a co-author you are not required to submit a form but the main presenter must obtain your consent to present your work.

15. If the RCN chooses to audio and video record by presentation, how will this be used?
The RCN may audio and video record some or all of the presentations for future promotion of the conference for those unable to attend the event and publish the recordings on the RCN and other relevant websites. If this happens, the authorship of the paper will always be credited to those presenting. 
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
