· Feedback from IM re: Scotland as per written brief previously circulated

· Verbal update provided by FV as EJ  had sent apologies and no written update provided [NSF, discussions re: Health Care policy, Health professions Wales, potential secondment for children’s nurse to work with CNO office, C&YP’s mental health, whistle-blowing issues, staffing crisis; confidential information and nursing handover notes [Alert letter]; redesign of services and impact of KSF, including development of new roles. Training places for children’s nurses decreased.

· No England update received. Need to influence KSF engagement/knowledge across HEI’s.

· Verbal update from BC: NI children’s strategy out for consultation; approval for outline business case for children’s hospital; CNO resigned; review of the role of the Nurse Consultant in NI; review of general paediatric surgery; practice and education council development framework – partially linked into NSF [can be viewed on NIPEC website]; increase in children’s nursing training places from 30 to 50 and number of intakes; child protection response; public inquiry related to child deaths following hyponatremia.
