Pediatric nurse education at Uppsala University in Sweden

The course is given on the intermediate (B) and advanced level (C) and is valued as 40  credits. The course can be taken as part- time or full- time course.

Before the specialist course the nurse needs 12 month practice as a registred nurse.

The course contains 40 credits including 32 credits of nursing science and 8 credits of medical science.

The course is divided into 4 parts, each 10 credit includes 5 credits practice at the clinic.

10 credits Child and adolescent health care and child and adolescent psychiatric care.

10 credits Nursing care of children and adolescents with general pediatric conditions

10 credits Nursing care of children and adolescents with special somatic conditions

10 credits Nursing care focusing on specific fields of study

After a course including 40 credits you get a protected title.
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
