Objective: Local ownership and implementation of standards 

The RCN needs to:

Allocate resources to CYP zone maintenance and resource development in 2004 for priority topics e.g. obesity, child protection, NSF etc (integrated working with FOP, RCN Direct, PND, Web Team, QIP, Publications Dept)

Continue support for framework development and accreditation function (integrated working with FOP, Accreditation Unit, Practice Development Team)

Collect data and lobby Health Departments (integrated working with FOP, PND. Employment Relations, Parliamentary, Press)

Scoping study, bid for focused leadership development of champions recruited in collaboration with all related organisations (integrated with FOP, PND, political leadership programme)
